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During the first days of November 2006, Iran conducted a series of live fire missile launches, kicking off a ten-day military exercise in an apparent response to U.S.-led military exercises held earlier in the week.  The first series of missile tests involved the firing of three anti-ship naval missiles named the Nasr, Kosar, and Noor according to Iranian TV reports.

Of note, the Nasr (TL-6B) and Kosar (TL-10A) were first unveiled at the China Air Show in 2004.  The Nasr is radar-guided and has a range of approximately 35km (21.7 miles).  The Kosar is optically-guided and has a range of 18km (11.1 miles).  The third missile test fired (Noor) is a version of the C-802 anti-ship cruise missile and has a range of 120km (74.5 miles).
Also occurring during the kick-off of the ten-day Iranian war games was the test firing of dozens of short and medium range ballistic missiles and rockets.  These were fired by the Zolfaqar 19th Missile Brigade headquartered at Sajjad Base near Karaj, and consisted of the Shahab 1, Shahab 2, Shahab 3 and Shahab 4 as well as the Zelzal 2 (also known as the Fateh 110).
The Shahab missiles are all based on North Korean designs:
· Shahab 1 (Scud B)

· Shahab 2 (Scud C) has the capability of dispensing 1,400 bomblets.
· Shahab 3 (No Dong 1) has a 1,200kg warhead and an improved solid fuel booster giving it a range of 1,300km (806 miles).
· Shahab 4 (No Dong 2) has a short burning solid fuel first stage, a liquid fuel second stage and a solid fuel third stage.  The Missile has a range between 1,900 (1,178 miles) and 3,000km (1,860 miles) depending on the warhead size (up to 1,000kg).
The Zelzal or Fateh 110 is a short range ballistic missile similar to the Chinese M-7 (CSS8).
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
